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MAR THEODOSIUS BIENNIAL AWARD TO BE
PRESENTED TO PADMA SHREE DHARAMPAL SAIHI

The 3" Mar Theodosius Biennial Award shall be presented fo
Padma Shree Dharampal Saini, 87-year-old Gandhian and
staunch follower of social activist Achar'gra Vinoba Bhave, during
the Anniversary of St. Thomas Mission Bhilai on 4" November,
2018.

In the 1960s, Sainiji read a newspaper report about some girls
from the Bastar area that had an impact on him. Apparently, a few
angry tribal girls, harassed by hooligans on their way back from a
local festival, had hacked the miscreants to death. Saini felt that

channelising their energy in a positive direction.

Wanting to do something for the fribal girls, Saini approached Bhave for permission to start an ashram dedicated fo girls’ education. But his
mentor refused.

Saini, however, persisted with repeated requests and detailed plans till Bhave finally agreed. But he laid down one condition for his disciple —
that he should stay at the ashram for at least 10 years to give it a stable foundation. Saini was then given a handwritien letter of introduction to
Chief Minister Shyama Charan Shukla and also his first donation for the ashram, a crumpled five-rupee note. Dharampal Saini's first task in
Bastar was to find a place for his ashram. The then 46-year-old zeroed in on Dimrapal, a village about 11 km from the district headquarters at
Jagdalpur. But Saini took up the project as a challenge, starting his first school, the Mata Rukmini Devi Ashram {named after Vinoba Bhave's
mather), with twe women teachers and two support staff on December 13, 1976.

The initial days and months were not easy as Saini struggled with several obstacles. The school was a culture shock for the villagers and most
of them were hostile to Saini. He visited each house in the district personally to cajole the parents of the girls to allow them to aftend schoaol,
After facing ridicule for three months, he was able to persuade four families to send their daughters to school. He took the Herculean task of
starting a school for tribal girls in the remotest part of Bastar district of Chhattisgarh state in the year 1970 and has accomplished successful
execution of 37 schools of which 21 are for girls, and 16 are for boys in the current scenario. It is not an uphill task to open a chain of up market
schools inurban and semi-urban localities, but to dream of running 37 schools in a Naxalite infested tribal land which had less than 1% literacy
rate amongst girls is not a joke. ‘Tauji' aka Dharampal Saini has achieved a phenomenal mission in past 47 years. Today Mata Rukumni
Ashram has in its fold nearly 37 Schools, and Mr. Dharampal Saini is a social activist and social entrepreneur and has taken the education to
the grass roots of this Nation called Tribals.

Metropolitan Stephanos Mar Theodosius was destined to be placed in the
row of great men of our nation. It will not be an exaggeration to name Mar
Theodosius as “The Gandhi of Chhattisgarh®.  Mar Theodosius and
Gandhiji shared not anly their birth days, but also many common ideals.
Both were models of asceticsm and social activism. The common ground or
launching pad of their activism was "spirituality’. Unlike many others who
were concerned with either bhakti or karma, they combined both
harmoniously in their lives.

What strikes us most is their simplicity. Gandhi lived modestly in a self
sufficient residential community called “Ashram”. He dressed like a poor
Indian villager and there by got the nick name “half naked fakir”. He gave
importance to fasting and even made it a political weapon along with
satyagraha. These ideals are reflected in the life of Mar Theodosius also.. In
his private life, Mar Theodosius adopted a simple style. He was satisfied with
minimum things in life. Even when his clothes were old and worn out |, he
would not throw them out, if they could be mended and made reusable. He
gave importance to the establishment of ashroms and convents, whose
members, he believed, could take up the social work freely and effectively
than men and women living in families. More over, he wished that the
members of such communities would work and earn enough for their needs rather than depending on
donations or church money. He himself worked in the fields and gave stress on manual labour.

Theodosius Thirumeni followed strict discipline of fasting and prayer. Like Gandhiji he believed in the efficacy of
prayer. Gandhiji had once said, “when helpers fail and comforts flee, | find that help arrives, | do not know from
where.” MarTheodosius had told many times that all his problems were miraculously solved by prayer.

Both of them were against wasting of any thing, especially food. He would eat any thing that was placed in his
plate, even if he did not like the taste. He would switch off any light in his ashram if it was not necessary. Like
Gandhiji, Mar Theodosius also did not throw away waste papers like used postal covers, one side print outs. He
used them for scribbling his sermon notes or drafting letters.

Gandhiji believed that the soul of India lived in the villages and that India would be free only when the Indian
villages were self- sufficient and self-administered. Mar Theodosius's aim was also to liberate the people of
villages fram poverty and illiteracy. He developed a paradigm of wholistic mission. It was not based on charity, but
on sustainable all round development. He had tried to implement the same in his pioneer project in Makkodia
and near by villages. That maodel is now adopted by many others in our church. His settlement in Bhilai was
intended to be a learning ground for the villagers for developing agriculture, fish farm, diary etc.

He believed that the masses could be uplifted only by spreading the light of education. That is why he established
several balvadis, schools and colleges in Chattisgarh and other states.

Both Gandhiji and Mar Theodosius were great dreamers. Gandhiji dreamed of a free and developed India and
that dream was the motivating force in his life. Mar Theodosius dreamed of a fully 'Indian’ Church in liturgy and
practice. Sohe encouraged the use of Hindi and English for worship and preaching, so that the outsiders as well as
the young generations in the church would understand and meaningfully participate in them. He wanted the
churchto be an instrument of social change. Heinsisted that like our Lord Jesus Christ, we also should look after
the physical as well as the spiritual needs of people. Even after several years of the passing away of these
mahatmas, theirdreams are still waiting to be fully materialised. Letus dedicate ourselves to make those dreams
come true in our life time.

1. Introduction

Floods are natural calamities that occur during
monsoon season, Heavy raining, sudden land slide due
to breaking of mountains with weak mantle terrain and
increased internal water pressure, mis-management of
Dams, ecosystem degradation due to non-sustainable
development without ecosystem approach etc. may
cause land flood. Controllable and average floods with
less damage are featwed as far as Kerala's two
monsoon seasons, South-West (during June-Aug.
months) and North-East (Oct.-Nov. months), are
concerned. In about Hundred and Fifty years of recent
Kerala history, three large floods ocourred—(1) AD
1882 August (Kollavarsham 1057 Karkkadakam), (2)
AD 1924 August (Kollavarsham 1099 Karkkadakam)
and (3) AD 2018 August (Kellavarsham 1193
Karkkadakam). Of these three, the first one was not so
dangerous, but the second one and the recent one were
not only mega but also violent and harmful. Again
when compared the two latter floods (1924 and 2018)
in magnitude, locations and damage intensity, four
conclusions are possible. (1) The recent one was heavy
and larger in magnitude than the second one. (2) There
is a lot of parallelism in the affected areas and locations
{affected areas in 1924 mostly were Ernakulum,
Kollam, Alappurha, Kottayam and Kozhikode
Districts and municipalities like Mavelikkara,
Chengannur, Pathanamthitta, Thiruvalla efc.; in the
recent 2018 Flood, apart from these Districts Tdukki,
Thrissur, Pathanamthitta and a part of
Thiruvananthapuram were also affected). (3) The
damage intensity of 2018 Flood is greater or at par with
that of 1924 Floods (2018 flood caused, in addition to
wider level habitat loss, bigger damages at par with
almost the non-cstimated damages and loss of 1924
Flood; an average estimation is: around 300 people
died; affeeted people are in lakhs, agricultural loss
itselfis around 20,000 crores of rupees excluding civil
and public loss). (4) The death rate, habitat loss and
damage intensity would have been greater in the recent
flood, if the integrated and cumulated action of
Government machinery, co-operation of various
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level activities

beyond the discrimination
of politics, caste, creed and
religion, and the support of
electronic media had not
worked together. Military
action and use of
technological equipments
y are also commendable in
rescue operations. This
write up is simply some
reflections on the 2018
Flood and its related thoughts, which are to be useful
for future planning and preparation to avoid such
ecological causalities and, if ocourred equipping
ourselves to meet and address the challenges.

2. Probable reasons and Context

The following are some of the probable potent factors
whose cumulative effect actually worsened the
damages and ruining potency of the Flood 2018, It was
totally unexpected and unprepared ecological casualty.
2.1. Heavy Rain and Climate Change due to Global
Warming

{ne of the serious ecological challenges and threats
facing today is the global warming and ecosystem
degradation in every sense and the resultant climate
change that affects the entire biosphere and every walk
of its life. The climate change affects is unpredictable
and non-sustainable. UNO's intergovernmental Panel
on Climate Change, in its report assessing the impacts
on human health, settlements and natral resources,
released on March 31" 2014 made it clear that:
“Coming wyears will see more extreme weather
events(floods, cyclones, cloud bursts, unseasonal
excessive rains and drought etc.) in most parts of the
globe. Maldives, China, India, Pakistan, Bangladesh,
Sri Lanka will be among the most affected countries in
Asia”. We are really experiencing the impacts of
Climate Change seriously now in South Indian States
including Kerala, the so-called 'God's own country’.
Some of the notable ones are Chennai floods in 2015,
Okhi 2017 and the recent Kerala flood 2018 along with
the severe post-flood drought situation. The
environmental phenomenon of Global warming and
ecosystem degradation mainly due to emissions of
green house pases into the atmosphere and the
resultant temperature rise in an alarming way, which in
turn cause multidimensional telling effects on the
whole living and nonliving created orders and systems
in the environment. One of the effects is heavy and
unpredictable raining that leads to unpredictable and
uncontrollable flood that ruing every natural and built
up systems. Global warming causes rise in temperature
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% which in turn leads to water
. vapourisation and wind movement
more and the consequent 'minus
pressure’ phenomenon in sea systems
that finally results in heavy raining.
2.2. Non-sustainable constructions
damaging natural ecosystems
{Our constructions in both private and public sectors are
not at all feasible types that suit our environment and
ecosystems. Such non-sustainable developmental
activities do not last longer and may lead to disasters
soon or later.
2.3 Land Slide and sudden Mountain Breakage
Exploitative human intervention on Nature causes
serious ill effects such as habitat degradation,
deforestation, soil erosion, destruction of topographic
terrain, weakening of mantle terrain, lowering of water
table, degrading of water-infiltration potential due to
lack of humus, over-accumulation of raining water
within the weak surface terrain pockets and exhausting
of deep underground water, in our ecosystems and on
the created non-living orders. The cumulative ill-
effects of all these result in Land Slide and sudden
mountain Breakage, which we experienced at large,
especially in Idukki District during the present Flood
2018,
2.4, Lack of proper Flood Prediction
Prediction of flood at proper time is essential for due
preparations and safety measures to be taken. The
modern technological advancements for the same are to
be made use. Even in Biblical times, the flood during
the time of MNoah was announced by Yahweh
sufficiently earlier so that due preparations were able to
implement to address the flood. With proper planning
and safety measures Noah could able to protect and
conserve the biodiversity without extinction. Both the
state and central government machinery failed to detect
and intimate in advance the magnitude of rain and
possible flood.
2.5, Lack of proper watchfulness in [Dam Management
Dam management is an important strategy
safepuarding the ecological communilies against
drought on one side and flood on the other side. In
Kerala scenario, keen watchfulness in Dam
management is essential in generating electricity and
safeguarding the state from drought and flood. In
Kerala 3% dams are operating. It is reported that the
shutters of around 35 Dams opened without much
precautions and proper announcements, which in tum
caused all havoc by flooding most of the low land areas
beyond any sort of control measures.
3. Post-flood Thoughts
By God's grace and through our cooperative action of
togetherness, we were able to survive effectively the
flood situations. What next is the relevant question in
front of us in rebuilding Kerala in its original serenity,
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greenery, climatic moderativeness and beauty of
ecosystem. Following are some thoughts iIn
connection with this endeavour of rebuilding a
transtormed renewed Kerala with all its original glory.
3.1. Ecosystem Approach and Development
Commercial Globalisation, market-based Economy,
false non-sustainable Development and its concepts,
unjustified consumeristic exploitative Culture and
anthropocentric intervention of Nature has made our
Environment a difficult habitat to hold life in its
abundance and rhythmicity. As Vandana Siva, one of
the well known Indian Environmentalists observes
“Globalisation is justified for growth. For this,
Nature's gifts and people's commeons are transformed
into commodities, be it seed, food and water
Everything is a marketable commodity, everything is
for sale”. Due to mal Developmental policies and
modern non-sustainable and ecosystem-approach
forgettable activities in the name of Development, the
world today facing new growing challenges and risks
of various grades and kinds. The most potent one is the
climate change due to global warming and
habitat/ecosystem degradation. Global warming is not
a myth but a reality causing climate change in terms
seasons, predictability and sustainability,

A special feature of Kerala that distinguishes it from
other states is its possession of diversified ecosystems
such as forests, high lands, prairies, fertile agricultural
lands, wet and marshy lands, river bases, broad and
long sea shores and the Western Ghats mountain
ranges and lands of rich biodiversity. Therefore
Ecosystem-based Development, involving macro
and micro level ecological rectification alone can
save our state Kerala, which is the most ecologically
blessed stretch of land mass making it 'God's own
country’. Two important observations noticed as flood
effects should open our eyes. (1) For our selfish goals,
we have narrowed and weakened the size and diverted
the routes of our river systems. But during the flood,
the river systems themselves regained their size and
original route. (2} We have drastically polluted our
river systems with all sorts of solid and other pollutants
making them as our dumping places. But during the
flood, the river systems themselves pave back all
pollutants that we dumped into them.

3.2, Paddy/ Wet Land maintenance without Blockage
of water flow

The serene beauty, proud agricultural culture and
ecological potency of our state were based on the
maintenance of broad paddy fields and wet-land and
marshy ccosystems that serve as the 'kidneys of the
carth systems', as these can maintain the water balance
properly. These prevent the two extremes of waler
situations namely drought on one hand and flood on
the other. We have totally damaged such systems,
which in turn causing extreme drought and flood




situations frequently. Therefore a reaffirmation to
sustain and maintain our good old paddy fields, wet
lands and marshy land ecosystems alone can save our
state in future against the severe ecological hazards
and casualties.

3.3. Lessons of Disaster Management

Chur Disaster precautions and management strategies
are practically weak when compared with that of
European countries. Once a disaster occurs, we
somehow face and thrive it without learning lessons
for the tuture. We are also not worried in sparing our
time and energy to analyse in depth the situations and
causative factors and to develop our strategies,
resources and potential to address such calamities.
Effective departments and organisations for disaster
management should be organised in permanent basis
both at Government, NGO and local levels.

3.4, Proper Dam Management

Large mega-dams and assoclated hydro-electric
projects are usually not viable environmentally, in the
long run, in Kerala context, causing many negative
ecological impacts. Local mini-dams, reservoirs and
water conservation projects are more feasible. The
best model for this is China, where the functioning of
such mini-dams, reservoirs and water conservation
strategies are much successful,

3.5. Community-level Strengthening

Strengthening of local community fellowship
irrespective of cast, creed, religion and even political
diversity is essential to address effectively the local
problems and environmental casualties, This is a
proved fact, which operated successfully in the rescue
and rehabilitation processes during the flood 2018,

3.6. Existence Vs Development

So far our orientation was development, even at the
cost of MNatre damaging. Non-sustainable, cco-
hatred, infra-structural physical development of any
sort is not lasting, It is very much proved in the recent
flood 2018, Actually the recent flood has taught us a
great Jesson of 'existence-based development',
Therefore our emphasis should become ‘sustainable
eco-friendly existence-based development rather than
mere 'non-sustainable physical development that
provides luxury and vanity.

3.7. Substitution Vs Transformation

The general policy adopted both by Government and
NGOs in 'rebuilding Kerala' is substituting all that we
have lost in the recent flood 2018, Substitution policy
is again in the long run detrimental, not suitable and
practicable ecologically. Future constructions and
developments should become feasible and in tune with
the local environmental and climatic conditions that
results in ecology-based transformation in every field.
That is the fulfilment of building an eco-friendly
sustainable 'green Kerala'.
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4. Conclusion

It iz the committed duty of the Church
to take up the ecological concerns and
protection of the environment and its
created orders and systems as an integral

part of Church Mission, which may be called as
‘oreenfeco-mission. As there is direct correlation
between Climate Change and Climate Justice [ssues,
climate justice ministries should become a major task
of green mission of the Church. The whole creation is
groaning for the restoration and sustenance of Eco-
justice. As God's covenant was not only with Noah but
also with the whole creation (Gen. 10:10), protection
and redemption of Nature is also a part of our mission,
Failure of this mission may lead to catastrophic natural
casualtics that are beyvond human control, The Earth
and everything in it belong to our God and therefore He
alone is the owner of Nature. As we are stewards and
caretakers, our call is to participate in the mission of
God towards the protection and redemption of Nature
against the exploitative greed of a microscopic
minority and, thereby enhancing the abundance of life
and its celebration on our planet, Earth,

As "Environmental Optimists' believe, everything
shall be restored, if we (1} place our prayerful ultimate
hope in the creator God, (2) repent our ecological sins
that have worsened the environmental impacts in
various ways and (3) transform our development
strategies from Nature-hostile megaprojects to
ecosystem-friendly and viable small scale activities. In
the context of this ruinous flood 2018, let us (1}
commit ourselves to fight against the climate injustice,
{2) appreciate and be grateful the Government, Police,
Military, Fishermen community, local people who
served as dedicated volunteers and the religious and
other institutions who provided 'sanctuaries' for the
affected (3) pray for the Government and non-
Governmental agencies involved in relief and
rehabilitation operations and (4} involve in rebuilding
a transformed eco-friendly green Kerala, the God's
own country with increased enthusiasm and

commitment.

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5tudy of languages shall show that the meaning of
almost all the words undergo changes.

The
Presbyterian Sam Higginbottom who founded the
Agricultural [nstitute at Allahabad is one instance. Yet
another motive is that of the Wycliffe Bible Translators,
They purposed to produce many oral languages to
writing and translate a portion of Bible into each. Thus,
today mission may refer to “everything done outside our
four walls” and “everything the Church does for non-

Mot only the meaning of the word mission, but
also the theology of mission has undergone the process
of evolution. We can sum up different approaches to
mission as (a) Evangelism, (b) Relief Approach, (c)
Development Approach, and {d) Liberation model or
Social Action Approach,

I) Evangelism

About ahundred years ago mission generally
meant evangelism. This was a natural evolvement of an
overemphasizing and literal interpretation of Jesus'
great commissioning. “Go therefore and make
disciples off all nations, baptising them....." (ML
28:19). Go unto the entire world and proclaim the good
news to the whole creation. The one who believes and is
baptised will be saved......” (Mk. 16:15, 16). The
emphasis was on proclamation and baptism. The
missionaries were on fire to pull out the 'pagans’ from
the ever burming fire of hell and soothe them with the
water of baptism, Francis Xavier, who went on a
missionary expedition on the Konkan coast and
converted in 'en masse' and the British and Danish
missionaries who followed equated mission with
evangelism.

» iocesan
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After World War II, the
evangelistic purpose waned and
other theological justification for

2013 cross- cultural mission were born.

Johannes Hoekendijk defined mission

as proclamation (Kerygma), fellowship

{Koinonig) and service (Digkonia). For his mission

theology he took the first chapters of Acts, were the

Apostles proclaimed the Gospel founded churches

{koinonia) and engaged in diakonia. Evangelism for

being the sole -':miz turned out to be one of the three

important ends,

I1) Relief/ Charity Approach

The realisation that mission needs to take care
of man's physical wants along with spiritual aspect led
to the Relief approach. Acts 6- the selection of the 7
deacons to serve the widows and Jesus words".....I was
hungry and you gave me food....I was naked and you

ave me clothing....” (Mt: 25 : 35-40) served as the

iblical basis for this model. As a general rule we can
state that the approach to mission came into prominence
i the 1940°s, though there are a few exceptions earlier.

The Balabhavan and Balikabhavan run by Dr.
Stephanos of Blessed Memory at Bhilai and various
similar institutions run by our Church and other
Churches are examples of this model. It is noteworthy to
mention that Mar Theodosius was particular that those
kids who were in Bala/Balika Bhavans are given proper
care and education. It was also ensured that all the
inmates have been provided with job opportunities and
help them to settle in life.

Watural calamity, more or less unavoidable
human limitations, selfishness of people and an
understanding of seeing suffering as God's punishment
or 'it is His will' ete. are cited by Joseph Mattom and
Sebastian Kim (Dimensions of Missions in India) as the
causes that invoke the relief approach. This traditional
model of missionary social concern offers relief to the
victims. e.g. Malankara Orthodox Church's  Relief
Projects in Andhra Pradesh, Samat Pipariya in Jabalpur,
Orrissa, Gujarat and Uttarakhand.

The missionaries involved in this mission live
in 'security and go out for services for the poor and
refurn home. *The service oriented approach means
that the church persomal tend to live set patterns of
community life. They share with the poor the local
surplus resources and aid that is received™.

I1T) The Developmental Approach

The boundary line between the Relief model
and Developmental model is narrow and sometimes
vague. Here too the poor are seen as objects to be acted
upon. The difference with the Relief model is that the
time-period of action is longer here. Some of the causes
that lead to developmental style of mission are 'lack of
human resources, lack of modernization of means of
products, over population and wastage of money
through habits like drinking and gambling, lack of unity
and collaboration among the poor ete.' (Mattom and
Kim). The solutions offered are 'acceptance of the
situation in life at least temporarily, increase of capital
anfdpmductiun, aid as an immediate source of capital,
modernization of farming and industries and more

geviahnpmental schemes in the field of education and
ealth™

Mar Theodosius' concept of Mission also underwent a
change due to the experience in the mission field. Our
beloved Thirumeni used to say that it is better to teach
someone fishing than feeding him with fish. Thus a
transition from Charity/ Relief model to developmental
model took place. Abhaya Niketan, Makodia is a result
of shift to developmental model where the
empowerment of thousands of women from about one
hundred villages were carried out .

However, in the recent history of the church,
there emerged the thinking that mission models of
Relief and Development are treating only the
symptoms, neglecting the cause. The emphasis is on
structural change for social justice. This has led to the
emergence of the Liberation model of mission.

IV) Liberation Model/ Social Action Approach

The Liberation approach affirms that God
wanls justice on earth and that those carrying out direct
action to achieve it are doing God's mission. [t
recognises 'that imported materials and techniques
cannot successfully improve the quality of life of people
lasting effect. The people being served have to be active
participants in the process”. From being the objects of
charity people are now treated as the subjects of socio -
economic development,

IV a) The Origin of Liberation Theology

Liberation Theology represents both a social
and Theological Movement that emerged in Latin
America in the late 1960's. The Latin American
countrics were colonised by the affluent western nation,
This colonisation, an active subjugation and oppression
of the indigenous population, led to massive poverty.
This EX[Plﬂlttd and oppressed group of people began to
scarch for values based on their own experiences. They
met in small groups known as Basic Christian
Communities (BCC) and sought what the Bible tells to
the oppressed people. Their coming together in the
BCCs led to the realisation that kinds of oppression and
exploitation was not limited to the BCCs, and the church
was able to “read the signs of'the time™.

IV b} A historical overview of the Theology of
Liberation

The 11 Vatican Council of the Roman Catholics
was a turning point for the Liberation Theology. The
permeating concern of the council was responsibility of
the church towards the poor, Guardian et spes
(1965), one of the most important document raised the
growing gap between the rich and the poor and the
universal mandate to “count social necessities among
the primary duties of modern man”, An increasing
concern to the poor and the realisation of the
inadequacies of capitalism were noted in the writings of
the Pope.

Another milestone in the history of the
Liberative mission is Medellin {Columbia) conference
of Latin American Bishops (1968). It marked a
movement from the realm of 'doctrines' to the sphere of
application; from 'Orthodoxy' to 'Orthopraxis’. The
hallmark ofthe Liberation theology, the preferential
aption for the poor' was asserted at Medillin. The
conference urged Christians to be actively engaged in



social transformation and termed 'Institutional violence
'as 'situation of sin’,

The third conference of Latin American
Bishops met in Puebla in Mexico. It declared Liberation
of people from all bondages as an integral part of
Mission. The Church began to be seen as people
movement. BCCs were developed as alternative
models to the then existing institutional churches. By
the end of 1970's, there were about 80,000 BCCs. The
Church began to be experienced as the extension of
Christ Liberating activity and its mission as “witnessing
to life, to life , on behalf of liberation in all its socio-
cconomic and political dimensions”, (George Mathew
Nalunnakkal - “Wew Being and New Communities™).
IV ¢} The Biblical Basis of Liberation Mission
Asz already stated the BCCs began to re-read
the Bible based on their situation of oppression and
suffering. It showed that the God of the Bible chose the
poor to become agents of salvation.

(1) Kingdom of God

God's ultimate plan and intentions for the
whole of creation can be adequately expressed by the
biblical term 'Reign of God' or “Kingdom of God', The
ultimate mission of the Church is to be Kingdom of God.
St. Paul defines the Kingdom as.” The Kingdom of God
is not a matter of eating and drinking but matter of
Justice. Peace and Joy in the Holy Spirit (Rom 14:17),
Not in talk consists and Reign of God but in power (1
Cor 4:20). “To be a Christian means then to transform
society, humans, reality and human structures in the
direcetion of justice peace and joy in Holy Spirit’~ {John
Fuellen Bach : “The Theology of Liberation™).

2) Exodus

The liberative mission takes its inspiration
from the Exodus account. The Lord sees the Miserable
state of the poor and hears their groans (Ex 3.7, 8). He
makes His own plan to liberate this people from the
clutches of tyranny and oppression. Since God remains
always faithful, all further relation has to be seen in the
light of this firstact.

3} The Prophetic Mission

All the prophets were concermned with the
establishment of Justice and doing right towards one's
ncighbour. They contrasted liturgy and worship with
their demand for doing justice (Is 1:17, 58:1-11; Amos
5:21-26: Micah 6: 6-8). To sum up the prophetic
mission, 'to know God is to do fustice',

4} Jesus the Liberator

Jesus  understood his mission as being in
continuity with the great prophet of the Old Testament
(Lk 4:16-21 : Mt 11:1-6). Jesus espoused the poor as
his people and had compassion on them *.._he had
compassion for them, because they were harassed and
helpless...” (Mt. 9:36) “Come to me all who labor and
are heavy laden and I will give yourest (Mt, 11 : 28). The
poor {arnawim) of the Bible does not refer exclusively to
the economically poor but it also includes the socially
marginalised ones, the mentally sick, the demoniacs, the
physically handicapped like the blind, the deaf, the
crippled etc.

Many within the Church have negative attitude
towards the |iﬁunﬂim] maodel, for they understand it as a
political move. But it is not the case. Gustavo Gutierrez,

the Godfather of liberation theology g
states “Liberation in Christ had 3 | =
levels or dimensions. First, there is 119
liberation from social situations of — Memerial feest
oppression and marginalization that 201%
force many to live in conditions contrary

to God's will for their life. But it is not
enough that we be liberated from oppressive soclo-
economic  structures, also needed is a personal
transformation by which we live with profound inner
freedom in the face of every kind of servitude; for sin is
the breaking of friendship with God and with other
human beings....”

¥) The Church
Mission,

India has much in common with the Latin
American countries. The vast gulf between the rich
and the poor, oppression on the basis of either race or
caste, over population, lack of basic amenities are a few
to ¢ite, The onslaught of globalization has worsened
the conditions. The Mission of the Church therefore
should not be confined in treating the symptoms but
curing the cause of these maladies. For that a mission
with takes due notice of socio-economic, politico-
cultural environments and which involves structural
changes has to be launched. An Indian wversion of
Liberation Theology seem to be the best kind of
mission approach today,

In fact the liberative model of mission is not
new o the Church in India | Dn. M.P. Peter (Pathrose
Mar Osthathios Metropolitan) can be treated as a
Eium:t:r in this field. He was appointed by the Cochin

oyal family as the government's special officer to
implement reforms aimed at improving the conditions
of the poor and the marginalised section of the then
Kerala Society. [twas in one of the meetings organised
by Dn. Peter that the ordinance of the Cochin Royal
family was declared which gave the parayas complete
freedom of movement. He was also in the forefront of
Vaikom Satyagraha, an important episode in India's
freedom struggle.

Unfortunately the Church had shunned away
from this model of Mission. But what the multitode of
the exploited and the marginalised people of India
today expect from the Church is this approach of
mission. For this the Church needs to be like Christ,
who was the suffering-servant. It is easy to speak about
'Church for the poor' but it demands much to be done to
be transformed in to a "Church of the poor' as if was in
the Apostolic time. As Michael Amaladoss says.
“The Church must be open and dynamic. Unless the
Church is constantly alive to socio-cultural and
political movements and their significance it cannot
fulfill its liberative mission. We cannot ignore the
sufferings and the needs of the poor. We need to do
what we can to alleviate them. To promote justice in
the world effectively we have to fight against the
causes rather than the effects. These causes are not
merely economic and political, but also moral and
spiritual,  The Gospel does not offer us concrete
economic and political ideologies. But it is a moral
voice crying against injustice and sin. Its voice is in
harmony with the voices of the poor and the oppressed
of Earth.”
